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ithin the hamlet of
Lac La Biche, a 22

kilometre walking and cycling
trail follows the lakeshore to
mapmaker David Thompson,
who established a nearby fur
trade post in 1798.

his trail also leads north of the hamlet

to Sir Winston Churchill Provincial
Park, Alberta’s only island provincial
park, with two well marked walking trails
winding through

old-growth forest, skirting white sand
beaches and leading to spectacular
bird-watching viewpoints.

Sir Winston Churchill and its
nearby islands are home to over 190
species during high birding season.
Lac la Biche has become a popular
staging and nesting area for its various
shorebirds, waterfowl, geese, swans,
